Key Strategies: The Blue Horizon Neighborhood Board has identified several “Key Strategies” which will focus future redevelopment and integrate community enhancement efforts within Blue Horizon.

1) Purchase and install more bark chips for playground areas in both Jacksnipe and Verbena Park.

2) Get speed bumps put in along Verbena.

3) Replace dead trees in Park areas.

4) Repair and replace Picnic Table in Verbena Park

5) Bolt picnic tables down in both Verbena and Jacksnipe Park

6) Go out for bid for Landscape Maintenance Services.

7) Install new trees in key areas around play equipment for shade.

8) Replace/repair lighting on entrance sign.

9) Install covered picnic area in Verbena Park.

10)  Develop a neighborhood watch.
